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Intent
At Culgaith, we believe art and design provides the children with the opportunities to develop and extend their skills and an opportunity to express their individual interests, thoughts and ideas. Art is promoted in school to be enjoyable and that everyone’s opinions and interpretation of the different aspects are valued and important. Children have opportunities to learn about and develop their skills in various areas, including; collage, paint, 3D structure, printing and ICT. 

Our curriculum map is structured through a sequence of units of work over two years, which link to our half term topics, which allows and ensures there are opportunities to experience and develop a structured progression of skills and knowledge that builds upon children’s prior learning and experiences. Each year, children will learn about a variety of artists and the artist will underpin the style of art the children will study. 

Recently, we completed a textiles project based on our oceans topic, using recycled materials, the children created individual, multimedia pieces of artwork. The children explored different designs, patterns, colours, themes and analysed the work of Alice Kettle. We linked with a local artist, Kay Leech, who shared her sketchbooks and skills. They developed their sketching, monoprinting and stitching skills. 
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Implementation
Our Art and Design curriculum has been designed following the National Curriculum for KS1 and KS2, and The Early Years Foundation Stage Framework. The Art and Design overview is bespoke to our school and our topics, so where possible, links have been made to the teaching of skills and learning about Artists, including those of our local area.  

The progression of skills and vocabulary documents ensure all objectives are covered and the skills taught are progressive through the year groups. It means children are able to practise and develop mastery in the key processes of art and design: drawing, painting, printing, textiles and sculpture and create individualised pieces of artwork linked with the overarching topic. To ensure the correct level of challenge and accessibility for all children, teachers will use both documents to ensure lessons are correctly pitched. 
Impact
The impact of our plans is that children at Culgaith School will develop a love of art, design and craft. 
Children will embrace their sketchbooks and use them for recording their ideas, their thinking, their evaluations, their experimentation, as well as their individuality. Children feel confident about making mistakes and these should be valued as part of the working process. Feedback is given verbally, rather than written, the sketchbooks are respected as a child’s personal thinking space, however, the progression of art skills should be clear to see, as well as clearly highlighting the long term plan we are following.  

Children will be confident in analysing their work and giving their opinion on their own and other works of art. Teacher’s will ensure the end goal is clear and appropriate steps are put in place to ensure these can be reached. All children will be able to speak confidently about their art and design work and their skills. Planning will demonstrate a progression of objectives when revisiting and reinforcing existing learning, knowledge and skills as well as providing continual challenge when appropriate.  
Through our creative planning, sequencing, knowledge organisers, focused artists and celebration of each individual's creativity, we hope to engage, inspire and challenge pupils, equipping them with the knowledge and skills to experiment, invent and create their own works of art, craft and design.
